Let us go through some of the highly anointed saint’s who did and live by the word of God says:
St. Augustine:

He was born on 13th Nov, 354 in Carthage. His mother was a good Christian lady and his father was a pagan. During his studies he had become ensnared by Manichaean heresy and his passions had led him to a bad company with a woman she made herself his mistress and that happened for next 15 years. He became just like a prodical son. With fasting, prayers and tears of his mother, he came to the catholic faith and he became a priest and a bishop later.

His life was converted by the word of god “Let us live and conduct ourselves honorably and becomingly as in the day, not in reveling and drunkenness, not in immorality and debauchery, not in quarreling and jealously. (Rom 13: 13)

St. Francis Xavier:

This great missionary saint was born on 7th April, 1506. His ambition was of becoming a distinguished scholars and doctor of philosophy but God had another plan for him. In the influence of St. Ignatius Layola who asked him “For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul? Or what will a man give in exchange for his soul? (Matt 16: 26)

Through this word of God, Holy Spirit of Jesus touched his heart and he turned his heart to the lord Jesus. He became a great disciple of Jesus similar to the apostle St. Paul.
St. Francis Assisi:

He lived in the 12th century. He was the son of rich man. When he went to war against peruiga, his involvement cost him a year in prison, when he was forced to join against frederich II in Apulia when he had vision he returned to home town Assisi where he got a call for a new kind of kinghood.
“Serve the master rather than the man” This was his turning point. 

During the mass he knew dearly the lord’s plan for him that he heard from (Matt 10: 5-15)  

Then he started to preach passionately. Later he is known as the second mirror of Christ.

St. Maximilion Mary Kolbe:

He was born in Poland on 8th January 1894. He was ordained in 1918 in Rome. He went to Japan as a missionary. After some years he returned to Poland. In 1939 he was imprisoned for his anti – Nazi propaganda. He was released and rearrested for aiding Jewish refugers during World War II departed to Auschwitz. One day one of the prisoners in the concentration camp escaped. As a result of this another 10 person were selected to die of starvation one of the selected members waited bitterly who was thinking about his family. At that time Fr. Kolbe stepped out and let them know he was ready to take his place and he would die for him. Through this he showed the redemptive love of Christ. 

“Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends. (Jn 15: 13)  
Blessed St. Alphonsa:

She was born in Kerala on 19th August 1910. In her mind she set two objectives, of becoming a nun and also a saint. She practiced by herself to become the same through prayer and fasting. When she suffered various illnesses she told Jesus with joyful heart that she was ready to suffer not only by various illnesses and also everything. Her favorite passage was “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the ground and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces much grain. (Jn 12:24).    

Actually she lived this ‘word’ throughout her life.
She will be cananized on 12th Oct 2008.
